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Purposes and Program
PURPOSE
In a Christian atmosphere, the Preschool provides experiences through which each child learns at his own rate and develops emotionally, intellectually, physically and socially.  We want each child to develop a growing awareness of the world which God has created and of himself as a person of worth: a child of God.  We also want each child to grow in respect of our country and world and to grow in Christian responsibility in using and caring for our environment.

TMP is proud to be accredited by the State Better Beginnings program at LEVEL 3.  We go above and beyond the licensing requirements in all areas to provide the highest quality in Early Childhood Education for our students. Our low teacher to student ratio helps create an environment where children can interact one-on-one with their teachers and experience learning in a developmentally appropriate manner.  Through play-based curriculum, our students develop the Kindergarten Readiness skills needed to prepare them for success in Kindergarten and beyond.
PROGRAM
Following is a brief description of the types of activities enjoyed by the children enrolled in our Preschool:

Social Play and Socializing 
Children are encouraged to grow in independence and in the ability to cooperate with others in a group.  This is done through activities and games geared to the appropriate age level.

Motor Development 
Indoor and outdoor activities help the children develop both their small and large muscles.  A variety of manipulative toys, cutting activities, stringing beads, puzzles, play dough, etc. are used to improve their small muscles and prepare for learning to write in the future.  Our playground and playroom equipment has been selected to provide a variety of activities to promote large muscle coordination.

Creative and Dramatic Play 
Through music, art and dramatics, children discover their ability to create.  We encourage creativity in every aspect of the curriculum from play in the family living and block centers to problem solving discussions with teachers and peers.  The children attend music class one or two times each week.  The goals in this class are to develop an enthusiasm for music, experience fundamental musical concepts, and to learn a variety of traditional songs.  
Speech and Language Development 
One of the most important skills a pre-school child develops is the ability to communicate verbally and to understand directions. Our low pupil-teacher ratio provides many opportunities for conversation and discussion throughout the day.  Nursery rhymes, books, and activities are used to improve language skills and comprehension.  Early Childhood Literacy is stressed throughout all areas of our program.

Concept Development  
This broad area refers to the vast amount of information children learn about the world around them.  Pre-reading skills are developed as children improve their visual and auditory abilities.  Manipulative materials are used so that children can develop a firm understanding of mathematical concepts.  Through sand play, cooking, puppetry, stories, art and games, the children explore our world and their place in it.

ENROLLMENT PROCEDURE/POLICIES

Procedure
· Complete and sign all enrollment forms.

· Provide to us an up-to-date copy of your child’s immunization record. 

· Return all forms and the NON-REFUNDABLE Registration Fee ($250) and NON-REFUNDABLE Building Fee ($100) to hold a place for the child. 
Please note that we cannot enroll any child without the appropriate forms, the NON-REFUNDABLE Registration Fee and NON-REFUNDABLE Building Fee. 

 We regret that we cannot make exceptions.

Trinity Methodist Preschool does not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, ethnic origin, or disability.

Note: Children in 3 year old classes must be potty-trained by the start of school.
Immunization Records
The Arkansas Department of Human Services requires us to have an updated copy of each child’s immunization record on file.  As your child gets additional immunizations, be sure to provide to us an updated record.  We do not enroll children with immunization exemptions.
Withdrawal From School
We request two weeks notice before a child withdraws from Preschool.  When a child is withdrawn from Preschool, tuition is pro-rated.  If the child has attended up to half a month of Preschool that month, a half-month’s tuition will be charged.  If the child has attended more than half a month of Preschool, a full month's tuition is charged.

FEES/ FINANCIAL POLICIES

Registration Fee
The non-refundable Registration fee holds a place for your child until the official registration in June and also covers the cost of school insurance. The registration fee for the Preschool is $250.00.
Building Fee

A non-refundable building fee of $100.00 is due at the time of pre-registration for all students who are not members of Trinity United Methodist Church. This is used for the maintenance and improvements on our facility.
Materials Fee
The non-refundable materials fee of $150.00 is used to purchase supplies, books, milk, snacks and other classroom items.  The materials fee is due in the official registration in June.

Payment for tuition is due in full by the first of each month.  The September tuition is non-refundable and is due at the official registration in June.  If you pay with cash, please give it to the Director or Assistant Director so that you may be given a receipt.  Checks should be made payable to Trinity Methodist Preschool (TMP).  Payments may be hand delivered or mailed to the Preschool Office.
Additional Programs

Extended Session  

Extended Session is offered from 11:30 –2:45 p.m.  Extended Session will be figured as a monthly tuition and must be reserved in advance.  Extended Session will be billed at the beginning of the month with the regular monthly tuition payment. August tuition will be prorated.  There will be no credits given for the reserved Extended Sessions if the days are not used.

Occasional drop-ins may be available if space permits by checking with the office in advance.   The drop-in fee will be $20.00 per day.

Early Arrival

An Early Arrival program is offered beginning at 7:30 a.m. Early Arrival must be reserved in advance and will be billed at the beginning of the month.  Occasional drop-ins may be available by checking with the office in advance. The drop-in rate is $10.00. 
Monthly Early Arrival rates are as follows:

1 Day per week…..$20.00 (per month)

2 Days per week….$40.00 (per month)

3 Days per week….$60.00 (per month)

4 Days per week….$80.00 (per month)

5 Days per week….$100.00 (per month)

After Care

An After Care program is available from 2:45-4:00 p.m.  After Care must be reserved on a regular basis and will be billed at the beginning of the month.  Occasional drop-ins may be available by checking with the office in advance.  The drop-in rate is $10.00 per day.

1 Day per week…..$25.00 (per month)

2 Days per week….$50.00 (per month)

3 Days per week….$75.00 (per month)

4 Days per week….$100.00 (per month)

5 Days per week….$125.00 (per month)

In order to plan for adequate staffing for our additional services, it is necessary for us to know how many days per week that your child will be attending Extended Session, Early Arrival or After Care.  Please indicate your choices on the pre-registration form.  There will be no credits issued for unused sessions in any of the additional programs.
Loading Line/ Late Pick Up Fee
The Preschool provides a carpool line in which children are loaded into their cars at the end of the morning or Extended Session.  Parents are assigned a carpool number at the beginning of the year and use it to identify their vehicle so we can know which child belongs with a specific vehicle. It is important for this process to be as efficient and safe for the children as possible and we ask that children be loaded from the right side of the car for their protection.  We request that parents observe the following schedule with respect to dropping off/picking up their children:

Children who have not been picked up by 11:35 a.m. or 2:45 p.m. will be taken to the office, where they can be picked up.  The fee for late pick up will be $1 per minute after 11:35 and 2:45, respectively.  The late pick-up fee for After Care begins at 4:01.
